Jheve are large knouwledge
gaps concewning the magnitude of futwie wavming, the rates of melting of glaciews and fence the sates of sea level nise, and future changes in weather
eaxtremes nanging from trapical cyclones te EL Nidio. Shis is mainly due to an impetfect undewstanding of the Eanth’s and acean’s climate systems, which
requires sustained effots to improve eanth system cbsewvations and madelling. Neventhieless, using cur cuvient knowledge, it is imperative that we find new
and inncvative engineesing and palicy approeaches for an efficient transition to an energy supply that na langer relies en fassil fuels.

We call for mese international ceoperation te engage with these global tasts. We Livmly stand behind the French-Genman initiative
“Make aur Planet Great Ugain’. Our aim is te mobilise the global scientific community, to twain the neat generation of reseachens and
decision-makiens, and ta waise awwareness foxr the changes that will fivst impact the mast vulnerabile regions and populations of the world.
